I (do) know that she will be here.
I (did know) knew that she would be here. - Tudtam, hogy itt lesz.


She (does say) says that she will be here.
She (did say) said that she would be here.

You (do) arrive at 8.
Do you arrive at 8?
at 8 = when
When do you arrive?
…when you (do) arrive…

I will go home when you arrive.

I will go home if you (do) arrive. - 1st conditional - “jövő idejű” feltételes mód

Haza fogok menni, feltéve, hogy te megérkezel.
Haza fogok menni, ha te megérkezel.

I would go home if you (did arrive) arrived. - 2nd conditional - “jelen idejű” feltételes mód

Hazamennék most, feltéve, hogy te megérkeztél.
Hazamennék most, ha te megérkeznél.



I would have gone home if you had arrived. - 3rd conditional - “múlt idejű” feltételes mód

Hazamentem volna, feltéve, hogy te előtte már megérkeztél.
Hazamentem volna, ha te megérkeztél volna.

If you had arrived, I would have gone home.
Had you arrived, I would have gone home.
Ha te megérkeztél volna, én hazamentem volna.

50 meters tall = how tall
How tall do you think that this house is?


You are a doctor.

…the fact that you are a doctor…
